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PREAMBLE AND PURPOSE 1

This Agreement is made by and between the Board of Regents of the University of 3 
Washington, hereinafter referred to as the Employer, and the Service Employees 4 
International Union, Local 925, hereinafter referred to as the Union. 5

The Employer is the Board of Regents of the University of Washington acting through its 7 
agents, administrators, and supervisors as determined by the Board of Regents. 8

Provisions of this Agreement apply to those regular monthly employees and 10 
Nonpermanent Fixed Duration employment who are employed at the University of 11 
Washington in classifications included in the University-wide Nonsupervisory bargaining 12 
unit, University-wide Supervisory bargaining unit, Contact Center bargaining unit, Contact 13 
Center Supervisory bargaining unit, Harborview Medical Center Technical bargaining 14 
unit, Healthcare Professional/Laboratory Technical bargaining unit, Research 15 
Technologist bargaining unit, and Research Technologist Supervisor bargaining unit (see 16 
Appendix I). Intermittent and Nonpermanent Hourly employees shall be covered per 17 
Article 59. 18 

19 
The purpose of this Agreement is to set forth certain terms and conditions of employment 20 
and to promote orderly and peaceful labor relations between the parties. The parties 21 
agree that it has been and will be their mutual aim to promote systematic and effective 22 
employee-management cooperation; fair and reasonable working conditions; effective 23 
methods for the prompt adjustment of differences, misunderstandings, and disputes; and 24 
dignified and fair treatment of employees in the implementation of all policies and 25 
procedures. 26

2.1 The parties individually agree that they will not engage in any act or practice or 3 
pursue any policy which is discriminatory against any employee who may be a 4 
qualified disabled individual, has status as a protected veteran, who is a 5 
vicimvictim of domestic violence, sexual assault or stalking, nor because of their 6 
military status, age, sex (except where sex or age is a bona fide occupational 7 
qualification), sexual orientation, gender identity or expression, genetic 8 
information, pregnancy, political affiliation, political belief, marital status, race, 9 
national origin, color, creed, religion, immigration status, citizenship, or 10 
membership or non-membership in a union.  Unlawful harassment, including 11 
sexual harassment, is included as a form of prohibited discrimination. and will not 12 
be tolerated in the workplace in accordance with University of Washington 13 
Executive Order 31 on Nondiscrimination and Affirmative Action. 14 

15 
2.2 Sexual Harassment.  No employee shall be subjected to discrimination in the form 16 

of sexual harassment as defined in University of Washington Executive Order 31 17 
on Nondiscrimination and Affirmative Action. 18 

19 
2.3 Complaints: 20 
 Employees who feel they have been the subject of discrimination, harassment, or 21 

retaliation are encouraged to discuss such issues with their supervisor, 22 
administrator, or Human Resource Consultant for local resolution. The employee 23 
may also choose to report the incident utilizing the bias reporting tool (Reporting 24 
Bias Incidents (washington.edu) or UW Medicine Bias Reporting Tool | Care 25 
Transformation (washington.edu)). The goal of local resolution is to address and 26 
resolve problems as quickly as possible and to stop any inappropriate behavior for 27 
which any University employee is responsible. 28 

 A formal complaint may be filed with the University Complaint Investigation and 29 
Resolution Office (UCIRO).  Employees may also file discrimination, harassment 30 
or retaliation complaints with appropriate federal or state agencies or through the 31 
grievance process in accordance with Article 6 of this Agreement.  In cases where 32 
an employee files both a grievance and an internal complaint regarding the alleged 33 
discrimination, harassment or retaliation the grievance will be suspended until the 34 
internal complaint process has been completed. 35 

36 
 In accordance with Executive Order 31, retaliation against any individual who 37 

reports concerns regarding discrimination or harassment, or who cooperates with 38 
or participates in any investigation of allegations of discrimination, harassment, or 39 
retaliation is prohibited.  40 

41 
2.4 The parties also agree that they will not engage in any act or practice or pursue 42 

any policy which is discriminatory against any employee based on political 43 
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affiliation, political belief or because of the participation or lack of participation in 1 
union activities.2 

3 
2.5 The University will provide training for faculty and staff with the purpose of 4 

eliminating structural racism against all races and promoting DEI as required by 5 
law. Once completed, a report containing a summary of the training results and 6 

ll be provided to the Union upon request.7 
8 

2.65 Both parties agree that nothing in this Agreement will prevent the implementation 9 
of an approved affirmative action plan. 10 

11 
2.76 A grievance alleging a violation of this article must be submitted within 180 days 12 

of an alleged occurrence. 13 
14 

2.87 When a grievance or complaint is filed, the University will implement interim 15 
measures as appropriate.  16

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MMODATION OF EMPLOYEES WITH 1 
DISABILITIES 2 

3 
3.1 Disability AccomodationAccommodation.  The Employer and Union will comply 4 

with all relevant federal and state laws, regulations and executive orders and with 5 
the provisions of University of Washington Administrative Policy Statement 46.5 6 
on Reasonable AccomodationAccommodation of Employees With Disabilities. The 7 
University and the Union are committed to providing reasonable accommodation 8 
to employees with disabilities. 9 

3.2 An employee who believes that they suffer a disability and requires a reasonable 10 
accommodation to perform the essential functions of their position may request 11 
such an accommodation through the Disability Services Office 12 
(https://hr.uw.edu/policies/disability-accommodation/) or otherwise informing the 13 

ent of the need for accommodation. 14 

3.3 Employees requesting accommodation must cooperate with the University in 15 
discussing the need for and possible form of any accommodation.  The Employer 16 
may require supporting medical documentation and may require the employee to 17 
obtain a second medical opinion at Employer expense.  Medical information 18 
disclosed to the Employer will be kept confidential. 19 

3.4 The Employer will determine whether an employee is eligible for a reasonable 20 
accommodation and the final form of any accommodation to be provided. 21 

3.5 An employee who is unable to perform the essential function of their position due 22 
to disability may be separated from service after the Employer has made good faith 23 
efforts to reasonably accommodate the empl24 
applicable state and federal law.  Disability separation is not a corrective action. 25 

3.6 Disability Leave.  Disabil26 
sick time off, vacation time off, personal holiday, compensatory time, and/or unpaid 27 
time off, the combination of which may be determined by the employee.  If disability 28 
leave is taken as an unpaid absence, the employee may apply eight (8) hours of 29 
accrued paid time off per month during at least the first four (4) months of disability 30 
leave to provide for continuation of employer paid health benefits. The interspersed 31 
paid time off will be applied to the first working day of the month.   32 

3.7 Pregnancy Accommodation. The Employer and the Union will comply with all 33 
relevant federal and state laws, regulations, and executive orders and with the 34 
provisions of Washington Administrative Policy Statement 46.7 Reasonable 35 
Accommodation of Pregnant Employees. The University and the Union are 36 
committed to providing reasonable accommodation to pregnant employees. 37 

38 
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 A. The following pregnancy-related accommodations shall not require health care 1 
provider certification and are not subject to an employer's claim of undue hardship: 2 

1. Providing more frequent, longer, or flexible restroom breaks; 3 
2. Modifying a no food or drink policy; 4 
3. Providing seating or allowing the employee to sit more frequently if their job 5 

requires them to stand; and 6 
4. Restricting lifting to 17 lbs. or less. 7 

8 
 B. An employee's pregnancy or pregnancy-related health condition may also be 9 

accommodated as follows: 10 
 1. Job restructuring, part-time or modified work schedules, reassignment to a 11 

vacant position, or acquiring or modifying equipment, devices, or an 12 
employee's work station; 13 

2. Providing for a temporary transfer to a less strenuous or less hazardous 14 
position; 15 

     3. Providing assistance with manual labor and limits on lifting;  16 
     4. Scheduling flexibility for prenatal visits; and 17 
     5. Any further pregnancy accommodation an employee may request. 18 

19 
 With respect to these accommodations, the University may request an employee 20 

provide written certification from their treating health care provider regarding the 21 
need for reasonable accommodation and may deny an employee's request for 22 
reasons of significant difficulty or expense. 23

Inappropriate workplace behavior by employees, supervisors and/or managers will not be 9 
tolerated.  At no time will bullying be accepted as appropriate workplace behavior.  10 
Bullying is defined as language or conduct that is unwelcome and sufficiently severe, 11 
persistent, or pervasive such that it could reasonably be expected to create an 12 
intimidating, hostile, or offensive environment, or has the purpose or effect of 13 
unreasonably interfering with an employee's work performance, when viewed through 14 
both an objective and subjective standard.  If an employee an15 
representative believes the employee has been subjected to inappropriate workplace 16 

epresentative is encouraged to report this 17

and/or the Human Resources Office. For incidents involving alleged bias, the employee 19 
may also choose to report the incident utilizing the bias reporting tool (Reporting Bias 20 
Incidents (washington.edu) or UW Medicine Bias Reporting Tool | Care Transformation 21 
(washington.edu)). representative should identify 22 
complaints as inappropriate workplace behavior.  The Employer will investigate the 23 
reported behavior and take appropriate action as necessary, which may include training 24 
for the individual(s) or the department involved in the incident.  The employee and/or 25 
union representative will be notified upon conclusion of the investigation. 26

Retaliation against employees who make a workplace behavior complaint will not be 28 
tolerated and will be viewed as a separate violation. 29

representation exists. The Employer shall make no decisions regarding 16 
employment based on membership in any protected class.  17

5.2 Groups included in the affirmative action program are those the protected classes 19 

covered by the relevant federal and state regulations, and are currently women, 20 
American Indians, Asian/Pacific Islanders, Blacks, Hispanics/Latinos, Vietnam era 21 
veterans, disabled veterans, persons with disabilities and persons 40 years of age 22 
and older. 23 

24 
5.3 Goals and TimetablesAffirmative Action Reports.  Upon request, the Employer will 25 

provide the Union with its current affirmative action reports listing placement goals 26 
which set forth the goals and timetables of the University for bargaining unit 27 
employees. 28 

29 
5.4 It is agreed by the parties that a bargaining unit member elected or selected by the 30 

Union shall be encouraged to take an active interest in affirmative action plans 31 
affecting each bargaining unit covered by this Agreement. 32

7.1    Representation  3 
Upon request, an employee will have the right to representation at an investigatory 4 
meeting, requested by management in which the employee reasonably believes 5 
could lead to corrective action. Upon request, an employee will have the right to 6 
an interpreter at an investigatory meeting.  The employer will provide reasonable 7 
time to allow an employee to secure a representative. The exercise of this right will 8 
not unreasonably delay or postpone a meeting. Except as otherwise specified in 9 
this Agreement, representation will not apply to discussions with an employee in 10 
the normal course of duty, such as giving instructions, assigning work, informal 11 
discussions, delivery of paperwork, staff or work unit meetings or other routine 12 
communications with an employee.  13

7.2    Paid Release Time  15 

Employees will be provided a reasonable amount of time during their normal 16 
working hours to meet with the union steward and/or staff representative to 17 
process a grievance. In addition, employees will be released during their normal 18 
working hours to attend meetings or hearings scheduled by management for the 19 
following:  20 
a. Informal grievance resolution meetings, grievance meetings, alternative dispute 21 

resolution meetings, mediation sessions and arbitration hearings, in 22 
accordance with Article 6, Grievance Procedure, and held during the 23

b. Management scheduled investigatory interviews and/or pre-disciplinary 26 
meetings, in accordance with Article 36, Corrective Action, and;  27

c.   Negotiations in accordance with Article 40, Mandatory Subjects. 29

d. Joint Labor Management meetings in accordance with Article 43. 31 

32 
7.3   When an employee is subpoenaed as a witness on behalf of the Union in an 33 

arbitration case, with the employer, the employee may appear without loss of pay 34 
if the employee appears during scheduled work time, providing the testimony given 35 
is related to their own job function or involves matters they have witnessed, and is 36 
relevant to the arbitration case. Every effort will be made to avoid the presentation 37 
of repetitive witnesses.  38 

39 
7.4    Notification  40 

An employee will obtain prior approval from their supervisor before attending any 41 
meeting or hearing. All requests must include the approximate amount of time the 42 
employee expects the activity to take.  Employees will suffer no loss in pay for 43 
attending management scheduled meetings and hearings that are scheduled 44 

time. Attendance at meetings or hearings during the 45 
idered as time worked. An employee 46 
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cannot use a state vehicle to travel to and from a worksite in order to attend a 1 
meeting or hearing unless authorized by the Employer. 2

7.5    Indemnification  4

Adequate lunchroom, washroom and toilet facilities shall be provided and available for 5 
the use of the employees.  Suitable dressing rooms and/or lockers shall be provided to 6 
employees in those occupations where a change of clothing is required by the Employer. 7

(a) Employees are encouraged to report to supervision any condition in employee 9 

facilities which appear to be below minimum standards. 10

 12 
(b) The adequacy of employee facilities, including sanitary supply dispensers  13 

employees, wellness rooms, lactation stations, all gender bathrooms, or any 14 
change in employee facilities, shall be a proper subject for discussion by the 15 
Joint Union-Management Committee. 16

(c) Regarding the use of Gender Segregated Facilities: 18

(1) Facility use. The Employer shall allow individuals the use of gender-20 
segregated facilities, such as restrooms, locker rooms, and dressing 21 
rooms that are consistent with that individual's gender expression or 22 
gender identity. 23

In such facilities where undressing in the presence of others occurs, 25 
The Employer shall allow access to and use of a facility consistent with 26 
that individual's gender expression or gender identity. 27 

 28 
(2) The Employer shall not request or require an individual to use a gender-29 

segregated facility that is inconsistent with that individual's gender 30 
expression or gender identity, or request or require an individual to use 31 
a separate or gender-neutral facility. 32 

 33 
If another person expresses concern or discomfort about a person who 34 
uses a facility that is consistent with the person's gender expression or 35 
gender identity, the person expressing discomfort should be directed to 36 
a separate or gender-neutral facility, if available. 37 

 38 
Any action taken against a person who is using a restroom or other 39 
gender-segregated facility, such as removing a person, should be taken 40 
due to that person's actions or behavior while in the facility, and must 41 
be unrelated to gender expression or gender identity. The same 42 
standards of conduct and behavior must be consistently applied to all 43 
facility users, regardless of gender expression or gender identity. 44

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(3) Provision of options encouraged. Whenever feasible, the Employer will 1 
provide options for privacy, such as single-use gender-neutral 2 
bathrooms or private changing areas that are available to any individual 3 
desiring privacy. 4

(a) Hours of work for regular monthly employees in the bargaining units listed in 4 

Appendix I shall be established by the employing official. 5

(b) Overtime may be assigned outside of normally scheduled shifts and 7 
compensated in accordance with Article 10. 8 

9 
9.2  Definitions 10 

(a) Full-time Employee. A regular monthly staff employee scheduled to work forty 11 
(40) hours per week in a seven (7) day period; or for designated hospital 12 
personnel scheduled to work eighty (80) hours in a fourteen (14) day period. 13 

14 
(b) Part-time Employee. A regular monthly staff employee scheduled to work less 15 

than forty (40) per week in a seven (7) day period; or for designated hospital 16 
personnel scheduled to work less than eighty (80) hours in a fourteen (14) day 17 
period. Part-time employees shall receive all benefits of employment on a pro-18 
rata basis, except health benefits coverage which is determined by the state. 19 

20 
9.3   Work Day/Meal Period 21 

(a) Meal breaks shall be a minimum of thirty (30) minutes, unpaid and on the 22 
employee's own time, provided the employee is off-duty for that meal period. It 23 
is the Employer's intention to provide uninterrupted meal breaks. 24 

25 
(b) Specific to the University-wide Nonsupervisory, Supervisory, and Health Care 26 

Professional/Laboratory Technical bargaining units:  27 
28 

The normal work day for full-time employees typically shall be eight (8) hours 29 
to be completed within a nine (9) hour period. 30 

31 
The meal period shall commence not earlier than the second hour of the shift 32 
nor later than the fifth hour of the shift.  If the employee is required to work 33 
beyond the fifth hour without a break, the employee will be allowed to eat 34 
his/her their meal at the duty station on the Employer's time. 35 

36 
9.4 Rest Breaks 37 

Employees shall receive a fifteen (15) minute break during each four (4) hours 38 
worked. It is the Employer's intention to provide uninterrupted rest breaks. 39 
 40 

9.5   Work Period Designations/Scheduled Work Periods (Applicable only to the 41 
University-wide Nonsupervisory, Supervisory, and Health Care 42 
Professional/Laboratory Technical bargaining units)   43 
Each position will be assigned by the personnel officer to one of the work period 44 
designations identified below.  Employees will be informed of their eligibility for 45 
overtime compensation. 46 
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 1 
(a) Scheduled work periods, within which there are two (2) work schedules: 2 

(1) Regular work schedule.  The regular work schedule for full-time regular 3 
monthly employees shall consist of five (5) consecutive and uniformly 4 
scheduled eight (8) hour days in a seven (7) day period.  Uniformly 5 
scheduled means a daily repetition of the same working hours and a weekly 6 
repetition of the same working days. 7 

8 
(2) Alternative work schedule.  Operational necessity or employee convenience 9 

may require positions that are normally designated regular work schedule 10 
to work an alternate forty (40) hour work schedule (other than five (5) 11 
uniform and consecutive eight (8) hour days in a seven (7) day period), or 12 
as provided by the Washington State Minimum Wage Requirements and 13 
Labor Standards in conjunction with the federal law which provides for an 14 
eighty (80) hour work week in a fourteen (14) day period for hospital 15 
personnel. 16 

17 
(b) Nonscheduled Work Period.  The nonscheduled work period designation 18 

applies to those positions for which the hours cannot be scheduled but which 19 
are assigned an FTE, work a forty (40) hour week, and do not meet any of the 20 
other work period designations. 21 

22 
(c) Part-time Schedule.  This is any deviation from any full-time schedule which 23 

includes less than forty (40) hours per week in seven (7) consecutive days; or 24 
for designated hospital personnel less than eighty (80) hours in a fourteen (14) 25 
day period. 26 

27 
(d) Split Shifts.  Employees will not be assigned to split shifts unless there is prior 28 

agreement. 29 
30 

9.6 Change in Work Schedule/Shift Assignment Notification 31 
The Employer agrees to provide a minimum of32 
to an employee in the event of an Employer-directed permanent change in the 33 
employee's shift assignment or work schedule.  For temporary changes in work 34 
assignment occurring within the employee's assigned work week, the Employer 35 

th the day of notification constituting 36 
the first day of notice. For emergency reasons, lack of work, an existing safety 37 
hazard to the employee or others, or mutual agreement between the Employer and 38 
employee under Article 10.2(e), the Employer may temporarily change an 39 
employee's schedule with fewer than two (2) 40 
defined as no longer than ninetytwenty-one (9021) days one (1) week. 41 
 42 
Specific to the University-wide Nonsupervisory, Supervisory, and Health Care 43 
Professional/Laboratory Technical bargaining units: Temporary shift changes not 44 
mutually agreed to shall not be employed to avoid the accrual of overtime. 45 
 46 
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The assignment of employees in various shifts within each work group or 1 
department shall be determined by the employing official, provided that when 2 
qualifications are substantially equal in the judgment of the employing department, 3 
seniority shall be a factor in determining shift assignment.  This criteria does not 4 
apply to positions deemed by the employer to require a rotational shift. 5 
 6 

9.7 Excepted Work Period Positions 7 
Employees assigned to excepted work period positions normally do not qualify for 8 
overtime pay. However, when an employing official determines that the employee 9 
has been directed to work an excessive amount of hours for an extended period 10 
of time, overtime in the form of compensatory time or cash not to exceed a "time 11 
and one half (1-1/2)" basis may be approved by the Assistant Vice President of 12 
Human Resources Operations.   13 
 14 
When the University creates or modifies a classification such that it is excepted 15 
from overtime in accordance with the law, the Union shall be notified in advance 16 
of implementation. This language does not preclude the Union or any individual 17 
employee from challenging the University's overtime determination in appropriate 18 
forums. 19 

20 
9.8 Rest Between Shifts (Applicable to the Health Care Professional/Laboratory 21 

Technical bargaining unit) 22 
In scheduling work assignments, the Employer will make a good faith effort to 23 
provide each employee with at least eleven (11) hours off duty between shifts. In 24 
the event an employee is required to work with less than eleven (11) hours off duty 25 
between shifts, all time worked within this eleven (11) hour period shall be at time 26 
and one-half (1 1/2).  27

scheduled work period positions; 7

(2) Work in excess of forty (40) hours in one (1) work week performed by 9 
overtime-eligible part time employees assigned to scheduled or 10 
nonscheduled work period positions; or 11 

12 
(3) For hospital personnel assigned to a fourteen (14) day schedule, work in 13

14.1 Probation 3 
 4 

An employee appointed to a regular posit ion will attain permanent status 5 
in a job classification upon their successful completion of a probationary, trial 6 
service or transition review period. 7 
 8 
A.  Every part-time and full-time employee, following their initial appointment to a 9 

permanent position, will serve a probationary period of six (6) consecutive 10 
months. The Employer may extend the probationary period for an individual 11 
employee as long as the extension does not cause the total period to exceed 12 
twelve (12) months. Employees will be provided with a written explanation for 13 
the extension. If the extension is based on performance issues, the employee 14 
will receive a performance improvement plan. Extension of probationary 15 
periods shall not be a normal practice. 16 

 17 
B. Permanent employees at the University of Washington shall not be required to 18 

complete another probationary period. 19 
 20 
C. The Employer will extend an employee21 

day basis, for any day(s) that the employee takes paid time off, leave without 22 
payunpaid time off, or shared leave, except for leave absences taken for 23 
military service or for purposes of faith, or conscience under Article 24(c).  For 24 
the purpose of calculating the completion date, an employ25 

regularly scheduled weekend off or a 26 
scheduled holiday off.  In those instances the completion date will be the next 27 
scheduled work day.  28 

 29 
D. By mutual agreement, the probationary period for additional classifications in 30 

their entirety selected classes may be established for a period in excess of six 31 
(6) months but not to exceed twelve (12) months. 32 

 33 
E.  Employees in probationary status will earn seniority from their initial date of hire 34 

but may not exercise seniority rights until completion of the probationary period. 35 
Probationary employees are not eligible for layoff or rehire rights.  36 

 37 
F. An employee who is appointed to a different position in a different classification 38 

prior to completing their initial probationary period will serve a new probationary 39 
period. The length of the new probationary period will be in accordance with 40 
Subsection 14.1 (A), unless adjusted by the Appointing Authority for time 41 
already served in probationary status. In no case, however, will the total 42 
probationary period be less than six (6) consecutive months. 43 

 44 
G. Probationary Period Rejection.   45 
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 An appointing authority may reject an employee who has not completed a 1 
probationary period. Upon request by the employee and within 10 business 2 
days of notice, a meeting to explain such action shall be held with a 3 
representative of the Employer. At the employee's request a representative of 4 
the Union shall attend such meetings.  Such rejection is not subject to the 5 
grievance procedure, except in cases involving discrimination, under Article 2. 6 

 7 
14.2  8 

A. Filling Positions.  The University will determine when a position will be filled, 9 
the appropriate type of appointment to be used when filling the position, and 10 
the skills and abilities necessary to perform the duties of the specific position 11 
within a job classification.  The University can fill a position on a full-time or 12 
part-time basis.  Employees who are appointed as part-time or cyclic in 13 
classifications included in the bargaining units will also be included in the 14 
bargaining unit in accordance with the provisions of this Agreement.  They will 15 
be eligible to receive medical benefits and retirement in accordance with state 16 
law and University policy. 17 

18 
B. Volunteers.  Volunteers will not fill vacant bargaining unit positions. 19 

20 
C. It is the intent of the Employer to fill vacancies as soon as possible within 21 

budgetary limitations and where replacements are needed.  22 
 23 
C.D. ........................................................................................ Departments are 24 

encouraged to be transparent and share information about the hiring process 25 
and the status of vacant positions. 26 

27 
14.3  Core Duties and Other Assignments.    28 

Except as otherwise provided in this Agreement, duties assigned an employee 29 
shall be consistent with the overall class concept of the employee's job 30 
classification. 31 

32 
14.4  Types of Appointments. 33 

 34 
A. Regular Appointments for positions scheduled to work twelve (12) months per 35 

year. 36 
 37 
B. Cyclic Appointments for positions scheduled to work less than twelve (12) full 38 

months each year due to known, recurring periods in the annual cycle when 39 
the position is not needed or due to known budgetary restraints. 40 

 41 
(1)  At least fifteen (15) calendar days before the start of each annual 42 

cycle, incumbents of cyclic positions will be informed in writing of their 43 
scheduled periods of leave without pay in the ensuing annual cycle. Such 44 
leave without pay will not: 45 

 46 
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(a) Constitute a break in service and will not be deducted from the 1 
 granting periodic increments. 2 

 3 
(b) Be considered when computing t4 
rate. 5 

6 
(2)  When additional work is required of a cyclic position during a period of which 7 

the position was scheduled for leave without pay, the temporary 8 
nonpermanent work will first be offered to the incumbent. The incumbent 9 
will be allowed at least three (3) working days in which to accept or decline 10 
the offer. 11 

 12 
(3) When additional pre-scheduled work is available during the leave without 13 

pay period that is declined or cannot be completed by the incumbents, the 14 
work will be offered to Cyclic Appointment employees prior to internal 15 
employees, students, or external candidates.  The work will be offered in 16 
the following order, based on seniority: 17 

  18 
(a)  Cyclic Appointments in the same job classification.   19 

20 
(b)  Cyclic Appointment in different job classifications with the essential skills 21 
to perform the work.   22 

23 
     (4) Employees who elect to accept work in a different job classification will be 24 

compensated at the rate of pay of the position they have accepted.  25 
However, if an employee accepts work in a lower classification and their 26 
current rate of compensation falls within the pay range for that classification, 27 
they will maintain their current rate of pay within the lower classification.   28 

29 
    (5) Both the Employer and the Union are encouraged to utilize the Joint Union 30 

Management Committee process in accordance with Article 43 to resolve 31 
problems/concerns related to the cyclic leave without pay assignments. 32 

   33 
C. Temporary Appointments 34 
 Temporary appointments may be made only to (a) perform work in the absence 35 

of an employee on leave for more than six (6) consecutive months or (b) 36 
perform work which does not exceed one thousand fifty (1050) hours in any 37 
twelve (12) consecutive month period. At the conclusion of a temporary 38 
appointment a permanent employee shall have the right to revert to their former 39 
position or to an equivalent position. No temporary appointment shall take the 40 
place of employees laid-off due to lack of work or lack of funds.  41 

 42 
D. Temporary Appointment to a Higher Position.   43 
 The employing official may temporarily assign a regular monthly employee the 44 

duties and responsibilities of a higher-level class for up to one (1) year. Such 45 
appointments shall be made in increments of no more than six (6) months.  46 
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  1 
 The employee shall be paid a temporary salary increase (TSI) of at least five 2 

percent (5%) increase over the present salary but not to exceeed the maximum 3 
of the range for the higher classifcationclassification. Such increase shall be 4 
effective the first day of the assignment when approved. 5 

 6 
E. Nonpermanent Fixed Duration Appointments.   7 
 Employees in Nonpermanent Fixed Duration positions are considered regularly 8 

scheduled and assigned a schedule with a fixed number of working hours in a 9 
workweek.  Appointments for a fixed duration may be made for assignments 10 
initially intended to be for more than one thousand fifty (1050) hours, but for no 11 
more than twelve (12) consecutive months. Consecutive appointments that 12 
total more than twelve (12) consecutive months will not be made for the same 13 
assignment. The filling of nonpermanent fixed duration appointments will be 14 
determined by the University. Individuals hired under this section will receive 15 
written notification of the maximum length of the appointment and the eligibility 16 
for benefits. Conclusion of the appointment, with a minimum of one work day 17 
notice,  will be at the discretion of the University, including termination of 18 
appointment prior to its originally intended expiration date, and will not be 19 
subject to Articles 6 (Grievance Procedure) and 38 (Seniority, Layoff, Rehire)20 
and Article 59 Intermittent and Nonpermanent Employees of the contract. 21 

 22 
Fixed Nonpermanent fixed duration appointments position can only be created 23 
when any of the following conditions are met: 24 

(A) The UW is recruiting to fill a vacant position with a permanent position; 25 
(B) The UW needs to address a short-term immediate workload peak or 26 
other short-term needs; 27 
(C) The UW is not filling a position with a permanent position due to the 28 
impending or  29 
(D) The UW is filling positions when a worker is on a leave-of-absence; or  30 
(E) Temporary project. 31 

will not be made to replace current bargaining unit employees or to do the work of 32 
any bargaining unit employee who has been laid off. Fixed duration 33 
appointments may only be used to fill leave-of-absences and/or temporary 34 
projects; they may not be used to fill permanent positions.  35 

 36 
Nonpermanent fixed duration positions cannot be created to do the work of an 37 

employee who has been laid off or is being laid off except as described in 38 
Section C above. 39 

 40 
 The initial duration of a Nonpermanent Fixed Duration appointment cannot 41 

exceed twelve (12) months from the hire date but may be extended to no more 42 
than eighteen (18) months if the conditions in A-E (above) still exist.  Individuals 43 
may receive consecutive Nonpermanent Fixed Duration appointments as long 44 
as any subsequent appointment is to a different position. 45 
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 1 
Annually, the Employer will provide a report to the Union of Nonpermanent Fixed 2 

Duration employees who have had their position end date extended beyond 3 
twelve (12) months.   4 

A. If at any time during a Nonpermanent appointment, the need becomes ongoing 5 

and permanent in nature, the Employer must take action to fill the position on a 6 

permanent basis. 7 

Time worked in a nonpermanent fixed duration appointment will count towards 8 
seniority for employees who are appointed to a regular monthly position 9 
represented by SEIU, Local 925 without a break in service. Employees on a 10 
nonpermanent fixed duration appointment will be considered non-bargaining 11 
unit internal applicants when applying for regular monthly bargaining unit 12 
positions and will be marked as internal applicants 13 

 14 
1. An individual appointed to a Nonpermanent Fixed Duration Appointment 15 

who is hired into the, same job, or in the same classification in the same 16 
unit through open recruitment will have their Fixed Duration Appointment 17 
months of service apply toward their probationary period for that position. 18 

19 
2. Employees recruited into positions under section (a) who have worked in 20 

the Nonpermanent Fixed Duration Appointment six (6) months or longer, 21 
extending on a day-for-a-day basis for paid or unpaid absences, will be 22 
considered to have completed their probationary period and all months of 23 
service under that Fixed Duration Appointment (including extensions) shall 24 
count toward their seniority. 25 

26 
The Employer may convert a non-permanent fixed duration appointment into a 27 
permanent appointment if the Employer used a competitive process to fill the non-28 
permanent appointment or if the non-permanent appointment was filled using a 29 
veteran placement program.  In such circumstances the employee will serve a 30 
probationary or trial service period whichever is applicable. 31 

The rate of pay for employees in nonpermanent fixed duration appointments 32 
must be placed on a salary step within the range for classified title. 33 

The progression start date shall be established as follows: 34 

1. The first of the current month for actions occurring between the first 35 
and the fifteenth of the month; or, 36 

2. The first of the following month for actions occurring between the 37 
sixteenth and the end of the month. 38 

B. Annual Salary Adjustment. Annual salary adjustments up to the top 39 
automatic step will be administered the same as regular positions in the 40 
same classification.   41 

C. TRAINING   42 
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Employees shall be appropriately trained and or certified prior to being 1 
assigned to perform work requiring such training or certification, e.g., work 2 
with asbestos, lead, blood borne pathogens, and all other appropriate 3 
training required for safety and efficiency in the unit. 4 
Employees that are required to schedule and participate in mandatory 5 
education by their department and will be compensated at the appropriate 6 
rate of pay. Tuition for required education will be provided by the Employer.  7 

8 
14.5 Vacancies 9 
Upon request, department heads will share with designated Union representatives 10 
information about classified positions within the bargaining unit which are purportedly 11 
being abolished or held unfilled. 12 

13 
(a) Cyclic year employees who have indicated a desire for a twelve -month 14 

position will be considered for twelve (12) month positions available within 15 
their work unit so long as they comply with the requirements of the application 16 
process. 17 

 18 
(b) Notice that applications are being accepted for vacant bargaining unit 19 

positions will be published by the Employer and will be made available in 20 
places intended to reach bargaining unit employees for a minimum of seven 21 
(7) calendar days prior to the closing of the application period. The University 22 
may limit the scope of the posting area if applications only from within the 23 
posting area are accepted. 24 

 25 
(c) It is the intent of the Employer to fill vacancies as soon as possible within 26 

budgetary limitations and where replacements are needed. 27 
 28 

14.6 Promotions/Transfers 29 
30 

A. Policy.   31 
It is the policy of the University to encourage job advancement and promote from 32 
within. It is the responsibility of each employee seeking promotion or transfer to 33 
provide the Employer with complete information regarding the employee's skills 34 
and qualifications relative to the position sought. The Employer will make the 35 
application process, necessary submittals and the essential skills of the vacant 36 
position clear to prospective applicants. All employees will be informed of the 37 
processes and steps necessary for advancement. This may be done as part of the 38 
annual performance evaluation. 39 
 40 
B. Definitions.  41 

42 
 For the purpose of this Article the following definitions apply: 43 

44 
Promotion - Movement to a position in a job class with a higher salary range 45 
maximum. 46 
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1 
Transfer - Movement to a position within another department in the same 2 
classification. 3 

4 
ion in a different class which has the 5 

same salary range maximum as t6 
7 

Voluntary Demotion - Movement to a position with a lower salary maximum, 8 
where the position is attained through the employment process. This section 9 
does not apply to employees who demote as the result of corrective action. 10 

 11 
C.   Notice that applications are being accepted for vacant bargaining unit positions 12 
will be published by the Employer and will be made available in places intended to 13 
reach bargaining unit employees for a minimum of seven (7) days prior to the 14 
closing of the application period. The University may limit the scope of the posting 15 
area if applications only from within the posting area are accepted. 16 
 17 
D.  The Employer will determine if applicants possess the essential skills required 18 
of the position. Essential skills are the minimum qualifications listed in the job 19 
description for the classification and any specific position requirements. The 20 
Employer will refer all current bargaining unit applicants possessing the essential 21 
skills prior to referring any non-bargaining unit applicants. Where the skills, abilities 22 
and experience of the vacant position applicants are considered equal, the 23 
Employer will offer the position to a bargaining unit applicant. Should the senior 24 
qualified applicant not accept the position, the Employer shall offer the position in 25 
seniority order to the other qualified applicants before hiring outside. In accordance 26 
with applicable law, affirmative action goals will be considered when filling 27 
vacancies. 28 
 29 

 E.  At least one (1) bargaining unit applicant per job requisition, who is a 30 
 regular monthly employee and who possesses the essential skills, shall be 31 
 among those granted an interview for bargaining unit positions.  Which 32 
 bargaining unit applicant(s) the Employer chooses to interview shall not be 33 
 grievable.   34 

35 
F. Applicants from within the bargaining unit determined not to possess the 36 
essential skills for the vacant position may seek a non-grievable review of the 37 
assessment through the Human Resources Office. Applicants from the bargaining 38 
unit who possess the essential skills but are not offered the position may request 39 
an explanation, written or oral, as to why the position was not offered. 40 
 41 

14.7 Movement Between Positions within the University:  Employees who transfer, 42 
promote, move laterally, or voluntarily demote shall serve a trial service period.  Paid 43 
or unpaid leave time off taken during the six (6) week trial service period shall extend 44 
the length of the trial service period on a day-for-a-day basis for any day(s) that the 45 
employee takes paid time off, leave without payunpaid time off, or shared leave, 46 
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except for leave absences taken for military service.  Either the Employer or the 1 
employee may end the appointment by providing notice., and the employee shall 2 
have the option to revert to their former position if it is still vacant, be considered for 3 
reassignment in the same classification in the same department as their former 4 
position, or be placed on the rehire list. Both the trial service requirement and 5 
reversion rights (Employer and employee) apply to employees accepting positions 6 
represented by a different Union. 7 

 8 
14.8 Promotion or Lateral Movement: Promotional or lateral movement appointees will 9 

serve a six (6) month trial service period.  During the first two (2) months of the trial 10 
service period, promotedal or lateral movement employees have preemptive rights 11 
to their former position.  After the first two (2) months but during remainder of trial 12 
service, employees who are not staying in the new position shall have the option to 13 
revert to their former position if it is still vacant, be considered for reassignment in the 14 
same class as their former class in the same department as their former position, or 15 
be placed on the rehire list. Paid or unpaid leave taken during the six (6) month trial 16 
service period shall extend the length of the trial service period on a day-for-day basis 17 
for any day(s) that the employee takes paid time off, leave without pay, or shared 18 
leave, except for leave taken for military service. 19 

 20 
14.9 Transfer or Lateral: Transfer or lateral appointees will serve a six (6) week trial 21 

service. At any time during the six (6) weeks the employee has preemptive rights to 22 
their former position, be considered for reassignment in the same classification in the 23 
same department as their former position, or be placed on the rehire list..  24 

 25 
14.814.10 Voluntary Demotion: Any employee who demotes to a classification in which 26 

they have previously held permanent status will serve a six (6) week trial service.  At 27 
any time during the six (6) weeks the employee has preemptive rights to their former 28 
position if the position is vacant, be considered for reassignment in the same 29 
classification in the same department as their former position, or be placed on the 30 
rehire list.

29.1 Military Leave Duty Time Off will be approved in accordance with University of 3 
Washington Administrative Policy Statement 45.4, which is subordinate to the 4 
Uniformed Services Employment and Reemployment Rights Act, RCW 38.40, and 5 
RCW 49.77.  Employees who are called to active duty in any of the uniformed 6 
services or their reserves shall receive 21 work days of paid military leave duty 7 
time off annually from October 1 through September 30.  Such paid military leave 8 
duty time off shall be in addition to any compensatory time, holiday credit, vacation 9 
or sick leave to which the employee might be otherwise entitled, and shall not 10 
involve the reduction of any benefits, performance rating, privileges or base pay.  11

It is the policy of the University of Washington to create and 3 
maintain a safe and healthful workplace free from recognized hazards that may 4 
cause harm to employees, consistent with and in compliance with applicable state 5 
and federal laws.  Employees will play an active role in creating a safe and healthy 6 
workplace and will comply with all applicable health and safety rules.  The Union 7 
and the Employer are jointly committed to the goal of implementing an effective 8 
health and safety program and accident prevention program that meets or exceeds 9

31.2 Safety.   All work shall be performed in conformity with applicable health and safety 12

31.5 Safety Committees.  Joint employee-elected and Employer appointed safety 14 

committees shall be formed in accord with WISHA requirements and following 15

(1) For positions of a lower FTE status in the classification from which the 11 
employee was laid off (or equivalent if prior classification has been 12 
abolished); and 13

(2) For positions in other classifications in which the employee previously 15

(3) Lower classes in the series from which the employee was laid off. 18 
The Employer will refer an employee from the designated rehire list(s) for 19 
any open positions in the bargaining unit for which the laid off employee 20 
possesses the essential skills. For classifications which have separate job 21 
codes in the Campuswide and Harborview Bargaining Units, Rehire lists will 22 
include both job codes. Employees referred from the rehire list(s) who 23 
possess the essential skills needed for a vacant position will be offered the 24 
position prior to the Employer posting for competitive recruitment. From 25 
among these employees, offers will be made in seniority order, most senior 26 
person first.

(4) The Employer will provide a copy of the Rehire List to the Union upon 30 
request.

Removal from the rehire list(s) will occur for any of the following circumstances: 7

laid off. In such case, the employee will be removed from all other rehire lists 13 
and will have exhausted their rehire rights.

When employees are rehired from layoff status the progression start date and 36 
annual leave accrual date will be reestablished and extended by an amount of time 37 
in calendar days equal to the period of time spent on the rehire list prior to rehire.

44.2 Reallocations shall be based on a permanent and substantive change in the duties, 7 
responsibilities, or qualifications of a position or application of the professional 8 
exemption criteria set forth in RCW 41.06.070(2). 9

44.3 (a) Should the University decide to create, eliminate or modify class specifications 11 

which does not involve a major restructure to the overall classification system, it 12 
will notify the Union in advance of implementing the action. Notification will include 13 
the bargaining unit status of the classification and, for a newly created or modified 14 
classification considered to be in the bargaining unit, a proposed salary. 15 
Notification will occur at least forty-five (45) days in advance of any proposed 16 
implementation date. At the Union's request the University will meet and confer 17 
with the Union over its proposed action.

GES AND OTHER PAY PROVISIONS 1

45.1 3 
A. Effective July 1, 20231, each classification represented by the Union will 4 

continue to be assigned to the same Pay Table and Salary Range as it was 5 
assigned on June 30, 20231. Effective July 1, 20231, each employee will 6 
continue to be assigned to the same Salary Range and Step that she they were  7 
assigned on June 30, 20231 unless otherwise agreed. 8 

 9 
B. Effective July 1, 20231, all Salary Ranges described in Section A above will be 10 

increased by four three zero percent (430%). This increase will be based upon 11 
the salary schedule in effect on June 30, 20231. 12

C. Effective July 1, 20242, all Salary Ranges described in Section A above will be 14 

increased by three two three percent (323%). This increase will be based upon 15 
the salary schedule in effect on June 30, 20242. 16 

17 
D. Employees who are paid above the maximum for their range on the effective 18 

date of the increase described in B or C above will not receive the specified 19 
increase to their current pay unless the new range encompasses their current 20 
rate of pay. Employees who are Y-rated as of June 30, 20231 will continue to 21 
receive that salary if it is higher than the top step of the salary range for their 22 
classification as specified in Appendix I   23

45.2 Upon promotion or reclassification from a Local 925 position to another Local 925 25 

position with a higher salary range, the affected employee shall be placed on the 26 
salary step of the new range which reflects a minimum of a three (3) step, except 27 
for positions on Health Care Professional/Technical pay tables, which shall receive 28 
a minimum increase of 6%.

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45.5 The University and the Union affirm their commitment to the principles of 1 
comparable worth by implementing any state-mandated comparable worth 2 
adjustments.

45.6    Career Enhancement/Growth Program. 5

The University will continue its Career Enhancement/Growth program.  The 7 
program will reward employees whose development of skills, increased 8 
productivity, or assumption of higher level duties results in increased value to the 9 
department, service enhancements, or efficiencies for the department in which the 10 
employee works. 11 
 12 
CEGP steps on the respective pay tables (see Appendix V Pay Tables), will be 13 
attained solely through the Career Enhancement/Growth program and will not be 14 
based on length of service. 15 
 16 
Employees in every classification covered by this Agreement will be eligible for the 17 
program. Employees are eligible to receive a Career Enhancement/Growth step 18 
any time after they have been at the last automatic step in their pay range for a 19 
minimum of one (1) year.  Employees are eligible for the subsequent Career 20 
Enhancement/Growth step beginning one (1) year after receiving the previous 21 
step.

There will be no minimum or maximum number of employees who may receive 24 
Career Enhancement/Growth steps.  There will be no minimum or maximum 25 
amount of money the University will spend on the Career Enhancement//Growth 26 
program. Decisions about Career Enhancement/ Growth steps shall be made 27 
within sixty (60) days of the submission of a completed CEGP form to the 28 

pensation. supervisory/ managerial/professorial 29 
recommendations. 30

 Either employees or managers may initiate the CEGP application process.  All 32 
CEGP applications shall be forwarded to the Compensation Office, regardless of 33 
approval or denial.  If the application has been denied, the reason for the denial 34 
must be documented. 35

The Compensation Office tracks CEGP applications, grants, and denials including 37 
at a minimum the job class, department, employee id, the decision to grant or deny, 38 
and the documented reason for any denial.  If denied, the employee may appeal 39

 41 
The CEGP application allows for the inclusion of up to three letters of 42 
recommendation, and record years of experience in the position or field, as well as 43 
years of service with the University in the Statement of Qualifications section.  The 44 
union will have access to this information on request. 45 
 46 
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 The Career Enhancement/Growth program will not be a substitute for 1 
reclassifications. Reclassifications will take priority over receiving Career 2 
Enhancement/Growth steps such that if an employee qualifies to receive a Career 3 
Enhancement/Growth step but could otherwise be reclassified, the employee will 4 
be reclassified and will not simultaneously receive the Career 5 
Enhancement/Growth step. Career Enhancement/Growth steps shall be 6 
considered in calculating salary adjustment associated with promotion and upward 7 
reclassification, but in no instance shall a salary in a new position be at a step 8 
higher than the top automatic step in the new pay range, except for lateral transfers 9 
where there is no mutual agreement not to exceed the top automatic progression 10 
step in the new pay range. 11

 The University agrees to regularly issue University-wide reminders promoting the 13 

value of this program. 14

 The parties will utilize the JLM committee to review the CEGP program periodically 16 
with the goal to improve standards and accessibility.

45.7 Market Rate Wage Adjustments.  22 
If market conditions determine that an upward adjustment in one or more economic 23 
areas is essential to maintain competitiveness, both the Union and the Employer 24 
shall be given the opportunity to raise issues of competitive compensation and 25 
propose market adjustments.  When the Employer proposes adjustments, the 26 
Union shall be given at least thirty 27 
implementation date to negotiate the adjustment. 28

45.8 Callback Pay (Applicable only to the University-wide Nonsupervisory, Supervisory, 30 
Contact Center, Contact Center Supervisory, and Health Care 31 
Professional/Laboratory Technical bargaining units).   32

When a scheduled work period employee has left the grounds and is called to 34 
return to the work station outside of regularly scheduled hours, the employee shall 35 
receive two (2) hours bonus pay plus time actually worked. Callback pay does not 36 
apply until thirty (30) minutes after the end of a scheduled shift. The bonus pay 37 
shall be compensated at the regular rate; time worked shall be compensated at 38 
time and one-half (1-1/2).  Time worked immediately preceding the regular shift 39 
does not constitute call back, provided time worked does not exceed two (2) hours 40 
or notice of at least eight (8) hours has been given.  An employee on standby status 41 
called to return to the work station does not qualify for call back pay. 42

45.9 Standby Pay (Applicable only to the University-wide Nonsupervisory, Supervisory,      44

The shifts shall be compensated at the rate of two times (2X) the regular rate of pay for all 14 
hours worked.  Pre-scheduled double-time shifts will be considered Extra Shifts and will not be 15 
guaranteed, but once scheduled are expected to be worked unless it is determined that they 16 
are not needed. Staff members calling in sick on voluntary double-time shifts will not receive 17 
sick pay. 18 
 19 
Nonpermanent and Intermittent Employees will not be eligible to volunteer for pre-scheduled 20 
double-time shifts until they have scheduled up to forty (40) hours in the week of the pre-21 
scheduled double-time shift regardless of their FTE.  Nonpermanent and Intermittent 22 
Employees must also work all scheduled hours in the week of the pre-scheduled double time 23 
shift in order to be compensated at double time for the shift(s).  If they do not, they will be 24 
compensated at the appropriate rate of pay in accordance with Article 59.  25 
 26 
All staff, once scheduled, are expected to honor the commitment, with the exception of illness 27 
or serious emergency. Notification of absence is required at least two (2) hours before the 28 
beginning of all shifts. 29 
 30 
Failure by the Employer to notify or attempt to notify staff of cancellation at least two (2) hours 31 
in advance of the shift will result in the employee being assigned to a unit for two (2) hours. 32
