Time off, benefits and retirement savings plan
As a contract classified staff employee, you will be eligible for sick time off, vacation time off, and paid holidays. 

The UW provides a generous benefits package that includes medical, vision, dental, life, and long-term disability insurance through the state of Washington Public Employees Benefits Board (PEBB), as well as retirement savings plans. 

To enroll in the PEBB insurances, a new employee must meet eligibility requirements as listed by the state of Washington. If you meet the eligibility requirements, you have 31 days to enroll yourself and eligible dependents in your choice of medical, vision and dental plans. If you do not make an election in your 31-day window, you will be defaulted into self-only coverage in the Uniform Classic medical plan, the MetLife Vision plan and the Uniform Dental plan, as well as pay a tobacco surcharge, and your next opportunity to make an insurance change will be during annual Open Enrollment.
  
Depending on your employee type, duration of employment, schedule, and retirement participation history, you may have a choice between two of the retirement plans available at UW. If you are offered participation in a retirement plan, please remember that this participation is a condition of employment and your retirement plan choice is irrevocable. In addition to this plan choice for eligible employees, most employees can elect to participate in one or both optional retirement plans to bolster retirement savings.
